PR: Special entry criteria The music
theory course provides those students who
intend to complete their Group 6 require-
ment through one of the IB music classes
their senior year with the skills they need to
complete the listening paper, score analysis,
and musical investigation required in all the
IB group performance classes, solo perform-
ance, or composition.

Upon completion students
should demonstrate a knowledge of major
developments and techniques in the history
of theatre in more than one culture, and
ability to interpret scripts analytically and
imaginatively; an understanding of the art of
